Informacje dla autorow artykulow

Prace naukowe przeznaczone do druku w Kwartalniku Mechanics wydawanym przez UWND AGH powinny by¢ opraco-
wane zgodnie z ponizszymi wytycznymi.

Tekst artykutu w jezyku angielskim powinien by¢ pisany w sposéb ciagly, a rysunki i tabele umieszczone poza nim — na
oddzielnych kartkach (z lewej strony tekstu, na marginesie, nalezy zaznaczy¢ miejsca umieszczenia rysunkow, fotografii lub
tabel). Na pierwszej stronie artykutu nalezy zamiesci¢ w przypisach informacj¢ o miejscach pracy autorow.

Rysunki powinny by¢ wykonane starannie wydrukowane w kolorze czarnym na biatym tle. W rysunkach i tabelach nalezy
unika¢ duzego zaggszczenia elementow. Dopuszeza si¢ fotografie, lecz musza by¢ kontrastowe, wykonane na biatym
blyszczacym papierze o wymiarach 6 X 9 cm. Rysunki, tabele i fotografie powinny by¢ opisane numerami, pod jakimi znaj-
duja si¢ w tekscie — najlepiej olowkiem. Na osobnej kartce opisanej tytutem artykutu powinien znajdowac si¢ spis zawiera-
jacy podpisy pod rysunkami i fotografiami oraz spis opiséw do tabel.

Wzory matematyczne musza znajdowac si¢ w oddzielnych wierszach tekstu, a numery wzoréw powinny by¢ umieszczane
z prawej strony w nawiasach (). Litery greckie i symbole powinny by¢ pisane bardzo wyraznie. Powotania w teks$cie na lite-
raturg nalezy uja¢ w nawiasy [ ], a spis literatury wykona¢ zgodnie z PN-ISO 690.

Streszczenie artykulu ma mie¢ objgtos¢ 15-20 wierszy i powinno by¢ dostarczone w jezykach: polskim i angielskim. Wer-
sje jezykowe musza znajdowac si¢ na oddzielnych kartkach zawierajacych ponadto imi¢ i nazwisko autora, tytut artykutu,
stowa kluczowe i1 umieszczony na gorze strony napis ,,Streszczenie”.

Artykul nalezy zlozy¢é w jednym egzemplarzu, dotaczy¢ dyskietki lub CD z plikiem tekstowym oraz umiesci¢ na etykiecie
dyskietki (lub CD) nazwe uzytego edytora. Preferowanymi edytorami sa: Word i WordPerfect. Materiat ilustracyjny powinien
by¢ opracowany przy uzyciu programow CorelDraw (*.CDR), Draw Perfect (*.-WPG) lub dowolnej innej postaci grafiki wek-
torowej (HPGL, Encapsulated Postscript — *.EPS, Computer Graphics Metafile — *.CGM) lub rastrowej (tzw. ,,bitmapy” —
* TIF, *.PCX).

Materialy przeznaczone do druku w czasopismach wydawanych przez UWND AGH nalezy sktadaé¢ u redaktoré6w poszcze-
gblnych czasopism, sekretarzy lub cztonkéw komitetéw naukowych.

Guidelines for the Authors

Manuscripts for publication in Quarterly Mechanics printed by UWND AGH should conform to the following guidelines:

The running text of body of the paper in English should be followed by figures and tables, drawn on separate pages; their
exact placement should be indicated on the left-hand margin.

Title page should include a footnote, giving the author’s affiliation.

Figures should be drawn clearly in black, printed or photocopied. Dense distribution of details in figures and tables should be
avoided. Photographs, on glossy paper (9 by 13 cm), should display sharp contrast. Figures, tables and photographs should be
numbered (prefarbly in pencil) according to their reference in text. Captions to figures, tables and photographs should be inc-
luded on separate sheet, headed with the title of the paper.

Mathematical equations within text should be written in separate lines, numbered consecutively (numbers within round
brackets) on the right-hand side. References to literature within the text should be given in square brackets. List of referen-
ces should be written according to ISO 690.

Papers should be submitted in one copy.

Summary (of 15-20 lines) should be submitted in both Polish and English, on separate sheets containing the name of the author,
title of the paper, keywords at the end with the heading “Summary”.

For computer edited texts, please include a disc with a text file, giving the editor programme used (preferably Word of Word-
Perfect). Illustrations should be edited in Corel Draw (*.CDR), Draw Perfect (*.WPG) or in any other vector graphics form e.g.
HPGL, Encapsulated Postscript (*.EPS), Computer Graphics Metafile (*.CGM) or bitmaps (*.TIF, *. PCX). Authors using
Word are requested to employ, as far as possible, text form mathematical symbols leaving graphic form for equations longer
than a single line. The resolution of drawings and photographs given as bitmaps should be at least 300 dpi; preferably they
should be submitted as separate files (*.TIF, *.PCX).

Papers should be sent to Editors, Secretaries or members of Science Committee.
